
DISTRICT HONOR BAND AND ALL-STATE BAND 
District Honor Band

District Honor Band will be held on February 11th and 12th. District Honor Band is an opportunity for our students to work with a nationally known clinician and perform with outstanding performers from all the area High Schools. The audition requirements are listed below and all scales must be memorized. Students may sign up for extra help at anytime. Students who are interested in finding a private lesson instructor and need help finding one should contact Ms. Baker or Ms. Womack immediately.  The audition for this event is the first round of the All-State audition on December 11, at Whitewater High School. Students who would like to participate in this audition will need to return the registration form immediately.
WIND INSTRUMENTS 

1) Chromatic Scale: Play up and down within the range indicated below, higher or lower if possible,

accurately and musically. Scale may be tongued or slurred. Judging will be on tone quality, evenness, smoothness, accuracy, and speed.

CHROMATIC SCALE REQUIRED RANGE

Flute, Piccolo: 3 octaves from Low C 
Oboe: Low Bb to High D
Sop. Clarinet: Low E to High C
Alto, Bass, Contra Cl.: Low E to High A
Bassoon: 3 octaves from Low Bb 
All Saxophones: Low Bb to High F

French Horn: Low F to High A

Trumpet, Baritone T.C.: Low F# to High C

Trombone, Baritone B.C.: Low E to High Bb
Bass Trombone: Low (Pedal) Bb to High F
Trombone, Tuba: Low E to High Bb

Scales can be found on the GMEA website (www.gmea.org) in PDF format.  Students must play the ones listed for their grade level. Scales must be played exactly as they appear on the GMEA website to include scale order, tempo, rhythmic patterns, and articulations. Judging will be on tone quality, evenness, smoothness, and accuracy.

2) Sight Reading: One Technical
3) Lyrical Etude: The lyrical etude section of the etude (opening slow tempo section) will be performed at the first round district level audition. The entire etude will be performed at the final audition.

PERCUSSION
1) Snare Drum: Rudiments to be played in an open-close-open rudimental presentation fashion:

Long Roll (Double stroke), Flam Accent, Single Ratamacue, and student’s choice.

2) Keyboard Percussion (Xylophone): Chromatic scale, full range of instrument; major scales and arpeggios. 9th and 10th F, Bb, Eb , Ab ,Db, Gb, B and E, 2 octaves each, memorized using the same rhythm pattern and tempo as required of 9/10 woodwind and brass scales with arpeggios. 11th and 12th  are required to play 12 major scales, 2 octaves each, memorized using the same rhythm pattern and tempo as required of 11th and 12th woodwind and brass scales with arpeggios.

3) Timpani: Tuning test requiring student to tune one time to the sight-reading exercises. 

Student will be given one pitch at the beginning of sight-reading, and that the student must tune the

subsequent pitch by ear only . There will be a 30 second total time limit on the 

timpani tuning audition. This applies to both the DISTRICT and STATE level auditions.

THE FOLLOWING MINIMUM SCORES MUST BE ACHIEVED BY STUDENTS ON THE DISTRICT ALL-STATE AUDITION IN ORDER TO BE “RECOMMENDED” FOR THE FINAL AUDITION
1. Flutes, soprano clarinets, alto saxophones-- minimum passing score of 85

2. Trumpets-- minimum passing score of 80

3. All other wind instruments-- minimum passing score of 70

4. Percussion-- minimum passing score of 85 must be achieved in two areas (Snare Drum, Timpani,

Xylophone) and a minimum of 70 in the third

All-State Band

· All-State Band will be held on March 3-5 and is a two part audition. Students who pass the first round audition on December 11, at Whitewater High School will have to decide if they want to follow through with the second audition. Students who accept the invitation to participate in the second part of the try-outs are expected to participate in All-State if chosen. This is a rule from GMEA and students and parents need to understand this before accepting the opportunity to go on to the second round audition.  All State audition 2nd round will be January 8, 2011 at Houston County High School in Warner Robbins, Ga. 
Audition Requirements Wind players-Technical and Lyrical etude from the GMEA website. Students should check the website weekly for adjustments made to this piece. It does not have to be memorized. Percussion must prepare all three etudes.
To sign up for the audition, students should do the following:

1. Fill out this form and return it in an envelope with a check for $18.00 made payable to MHS Band Boosters to the money box mounted on the wall outside the band office.

2. Sign your name to the appropriate list on the band office door.

The due date for money and forms for District Honor and All State Concert Band auditions  is September 15.
