· Applicants should fully complete the application and turn it in by the due date.

· Applicants should be individuals who have worked to better the band program for all students by their fundraising efforts, by taking leadership roles, by their willingness to do band-related jobs no matter how trivial or seemingly insignificant, and by their enthusiastic attitude towards the band program and other band students.

· Applicants will be judged by a committee comprised of the Band Directors, the Band Booster President, and one other member of the MHS Band Booster Board of Directors.
